Bylaws of the Dakota State University 

Computer Club 

Article I: Name and Membership 
 Section 1: The organization shall be known as the Dakota State University Computer Club. 

 

 Section 2: The club is organized and will be operated exclusively for education and scientific purposes and, 
specific objectives are: 

o To promote and increased knowledge of science, design, development, construction, language, and 
application of modern computing machinery. 

o To promote a greater interest in computing and its applications. 
o To provide a means of communication between person having interest in computing. (social events, 

etc) 
o  

 Section 3: The membership shall be open to all students enrolled at Dakota State University. Alumni and 
former members will be allowed to be non-voting members. 
 

 Section 4: Faculty members of Dakota State University may be members but not hold office or vote. 
 

 

 Section 5: Membership shall depend upon payment of dues and participation in club sponsored activities. 
Attendance requirements and due policies shall be setup at the first formal officer meeting. Any member 
failing to meet these requirements may not be eligible to attend club sponsored events and trips. This shall 
be left up to the desecration of the club officers. 

Article II: Officers 
 Section 1:  The officers shall consist of President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Promotional Director, and 

Web Master. 

o Positions may be left vacant and or created on an as needed basis. 

 Any such changes will be made with a 2/3 vote from officers. 

 

 Section 2: Newly elected officers shall assume their position during the last meeting of the Spring Semester. 

 

 Section 3: Officers or candidates for an executive office must maintain a 2.00 or greater GPA and shall not be on 

disciplinary probation. 

 

 

 Section 4: All officers are to be students that will be returning to DSU for the following fall semester. 

 

 Section 5: The Vice President shall keep minutes of all club meetings and executive council meetings. The 

secretary will also post a copy of the minutes on the Computer Club website.  
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 Section 7: The Treasurer shall collect all dues and maintain both the financial and club membership records. 

 

 

 Section 8: The Promotional Director shall publicize club events, meetings, and socials through campus

 Section 10: The officers shall be elected at the annual election meeting.  Any member who has served in either 

of the offices of the President or Vice President in each of the tow prior years may not hold either office in the 

immediately following year. 

Article III: Faculty Advisor 
 Section 1: The Faculty Advisors shall 

o Help provide continuity from year to year as student leadership changes 

o Promote good student-faculty relationships 

o Help maintain University standards in all activities of the organization. 

o Exercise financial supervision if necessary by: 

 Promoting prompt payment of bills and collection of dues. 

 Overseeing the settlement of all accounts in the event of dissolution of this club.

o Regularly attend meetings as announced, and also attend special executive meetings as announced.

 Section 3: Faculty Advisors will be selected when the position is vacant. Nominations will be taken from 

Computer Club members, the nominated candidates will then be asked to accept the position.  

 

 Section 4: Faculty advisor may be removed from officer with approval from ¾ of the officers by vote. 

Article IV: Elections 
 Section 1: Regular elections shall be held at a spring semester meeting. 

 

 Section 2: Special elections may be called by officers as needed.\ 

 

 Section 3: officers will be elected by a majority of the membership voting with a quorum being present. 

o Voting members must meet the predetermined requirements for active membership. 
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Article V: Meetings 
 Section 1: The officers shall call the first fall meeting of the academic year and at this meeting shall set a regular 

meeting schedule. 

 

 Section 2: the officers have the right to call special meetings as needed. 

Article VI: Finances 
 Section 1: Dues shall be set by the officers at the first meeting of the fall semester by a majority vote. 

 

 Section 2: All funds of the organization shall be deposited in and account at the DSU Business Office or a

Article VII: Activities and Events with Active participation 
 Section 1: Attendance of members will be recorded at every meeting with a record kept for use in determining 

active members. 

 

 Section 2: The club will sponsor at least one social event each semester.  (Only active members and their guest

 Section 3:  The club will sponsor fund-raising activities throughout the year to raise money to finance social 

events. Members must actively participate in these fund raising events. 

 

 

 Section 4: Active Member definition: Members must attend at least 2/3 percent of scheduled meetings unless 

excused by the President because of previous obligations and must participate in at least one club event 

representing the Computer Club and at least one fundraising activity per semester. 

 

 Section 5:  The club will sponsor various tours and host speakers to be agreed upon by a quorum of voting 

members.

o A motion is made and passed a majority vote of the quorum of the members to allow other clubs and/ 

or people to attend the tour and or speaker. 

o At the president discretion may setup other provisions for allowing non-active members to attend the 

tour and or guest speaker. (For example paying a fair share of traveling cost that would have been 

otherwise absorbed by the club for active members.) 

 

 Section 6: The club will maintain a presence on DSU website. Suggested material consist of the club log, list of 

the members and officers, announcement of next meeting, previous meetings minutes, information about 

past/upcoming travel(including scanned photos, etc)
